Total starts made by thoroughbreds in NZ are down 343, 1.2 % less.

Average field size is 10.452 in FY15, up from 10.440 (+0.12%) in FY14.

The number of races with less than 8 starters is 1 lower than the season prior (433 v 434).

The decline in NZ thoroughbred totalisator turnover (down 4.5%) has been offset by an increase in FOB turnover (up

Combined with sports, the racing turnover provides the total
NZRB turnover. NZ thoroughbred export turnovers are stated in $NZ, generally up to a week or two behind other turnover
numbers.
